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The normal way to native-compile an Erlang module using HiPE isto include the atom native in the Erlang compiler
options, asin:

1> c(ny_nodul e, [native]).

Options to the HiPE compiler are then passed as follows:

1> c(ny_nodul e, [native, {hipe, Options}]).
